Hannah is currently Associate Curate in the United Benefice of Kew (St Philip and All Saints, with 
St Luke’s), in Southwark. During her curacy she has particularly enjoyed developing seasonal 
bible studies and reflective material for the churches, and working on pastoral care and with the 
junior church on events that engage the wider community. She also serves as a vocations adviser 
in the diocese.

Before ordination Hannah worked for Tearfund, leading their Theology and Networking team and 
working on the development of the theological thinking that underpins the organisation’s aid and 
development work.  She discerned her vocation during her time working on peacebuilding and 
church involvement in community development with Tearfund. Before turning to theology, Hannah 
trained as a historian, and has a PhD in ancient history, something that has proved very helpful in 
studying for ordination and in preaching as it has provided so much background to her 
understanding of the Bible. 

Hannah grew up in Cornwall (near St Ives and Hayle and their beaches), studied in St Andrews, 
and moved to London for work. She used to live in Tooting and Earlsfield, and is very excited to 
be moving down the northern line to Colliers Wood. In her free time, Hannah enjoys spending 
time with friends and family, making the most of London’s cultural opportunities (especially 
cinema and theatre), and has been teaching herself to crochet over the last year. She’s also 
looking forward to trying to rediscover her gardening skills once she moves.
